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Greenville Health System (GHS), founded as a city hospital in 1912, is a not-for-profit academic medical 

system committed to healthcare delivery, workforce education and development, and clinical research.  

Over the last 100 years, the organization has evolved from a single freestanding hospital to a highly 

integrated delivery system and now an academic health center with teaching and research programs and 

a broad academic mission.  Lƴ ǘƘŀǘ ǘƛƳŜΣ DI{ Ƙŀǎ ōŜŎƻƳŜ ǘƘŜ ǎǘŀǘŜΩǎ ƭŀǊƎŜǎǘ ƴƻǘ-for-profit healthcare 

system and an advocate for healthy living initiatives by serving as a health resource for the community and 

a leader in transforming the delivery of health care for the benefit of the people and communities it serves. 

With seven campuses, 1,662 beds, and 1,880 affiliated and employed medical staff (1,004 employed 

physicians), GHS provides comprehensive health care for the 10-county Upstate region of South Carolina

Currently, GHS has a Level I Emergency Trauma Center, Level III neonatal ICU designation, is the largest 

provider of cardiovascular and obstetric services, and is the only provider of specialty children's services in 

the region.  

In Fiscal Year 2015, GHS tallied approximately 3.3 million outpatient visits, 231,000 emergency room visits, 

52,000 hospital discharges, 32,000 outpatient surgeries, 7,000 obstetric deliveries, and 17,000 inpatient 

surgeries across numerous clinical facilities, creating abundant educational opportunities to provide patient 

experiences in a variety of clinical settings.

Training School for Nurses accepted its first student.  In 1926, GHS began its first postgraduate internship.  

As the delivery system grew and graduate medical education programs were added, GHS realized the 

importance of medical education and biomedical research in the fulfillment of its mission.  Today, GHS has 

a robust education and research portfolio, which includes 213 residents and fellows in 15 postgraduate 

residencies and fellowships, 365 clinical trials, and a variety of translational research initiatives.  In 2015, 

GHS published 311 peer-reviewed articles, books, and book chapters.  Additionally, GHS physicians and 

staff present more than 250 national peer-reviewed presentations annually.  GHS also is the largest SC 

Medical Association-accredited CME provider, awarding 12,227 credits to 1,285 participants during 2014.

GHS COMMUNITY HEALTH NEEDS ASSESSMENT 6 

 

 

The University of South Carolina School (USC) of Medicine Greenville represents the continuation of a 27-
year medical education partnership between the University of South Carolina (USC) and Greenville Health 
System (GHS).  USC formalized this partnership in 1991 when it established a regional medical site in 
Greenville. 

A synergistic relationship was developed, combining the academic history and virtues of USC with the 
abundant clinical resources and operational efficiencies of GHS.  As reports emerged predicting a physician 
workforce shortage, including a South Carolina Medical Journal study in 2004 calling for a 20% increase in

increase in national enrollment, USC and GHS sought to leverage their respective strengths to expand the 
number of medical school enrollees in the state.  

After much consideration, USC and GHS proposed expanding the current program to a separately accredited 
medical program in Greenville as the best option to address the StateΩǎ ŦǳǘǳǊŜ ǇƘȅǎƛŎƛŀƴ ǿƻǊƪŦƻǊŎŜ ƴŜŜŘǎ.  As 
such, USC now has two medical schools: USC School of Medicine Columbia and USC School of Medicine 
Greenville. 

While originally focused on expanding the number of physicians, USC and GHS quickly appreciated the 
unique nature of the partnership and the opportunity to co-create an educational program that graduates a 
different kind of doctor.  With the reform of the American healthcare system as a backdrop, a curriculum was 
designed to create a physician who will be attuned to the changing needs of the healthcare environment.  

USC School of Medicine Greenville established a set of Guiding Principles to direct its development.  
Emphasis is placed on graduating physicians who display characteristics quintessential for delivering optimal 
health care in the current and future healthcare delivery environment.  This "master clinician" will be

structured communication, professionalism, and an awareness of the medical socioeconomic environment.  

The curriculum stresses health maintenance as a means to reduce the need for episodic care.  Research goals 
emphasize comparative effectiveness in favor of traditional research.  Students learn adaptive strategies to 
endure the transformation of health care that will characterize the next several decades.  To accomplish 
these aims, USC School of Medicine Greenville has been designed to be tightly integrated within the delivery 
system.   

The first inaugural class of 49 students graduated on May 6, 2016.  All 49 graduates were matched in a 
residency placement with more than half choosing to continue their medical training in South Carolina.

Data Collection and Analysis 
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Methodology 

Secondary Data 

A variety of publicly available sources were used to collect county-level data to provide insight into the 

health needs of the community.  Indicators were collected in the following categories: 

¶ Demographics & Social Environment ς Population demographics and changes in 
demographic makeup over time influence the types of health and social services needed by 
communities.   

¶ Health Care (Access & Quality) ς A lack of access to care produces barriers to good health.  
Population health will improve and utilization of high cost health services will decrease when 
a community has access to services like health screenings, routine tests, and discounted 
medications. 

¶ Health Behaviors ς An unhealthy lifestyle (unhealthy nutrition, lack of physical activity, 
tobacco use, etc.) contributes to poor health status. 

¶ Health Outcomes ς Mortality & Morbidity ς Measuring morbidity and mortality rates allows 
for the ability to measure connections between social determinants of health and outcomes. 

Primary Data 

GHS contracted with The Johnson Group to perform the marketing research and collect the qualitative 

data needed for this assessment from phone and online surveys and focus groups.  GHS also collaborated 

with Bon Secours St. Francis Health System (BSSFHS) in Greenville to conduct focus groups in our shared 

communities.  Input was solicited from key community stakeholders and others representing the broad 

interests of the community, including experts in public health, and representatives of the medically 

underserved, low-income, and minority populations.  Qualitative data collection methods included a total 

of 469 completed phone and online surveys (collected between November 2015 and January 2016) and 

four focus groups conducted in early spring 2016.  The focus groups included many representatives of 

community agencies that provide support services to at-risk citizens such as the elderly, low-income 

families, the uninsured, homeless, and other vulnerable citizens.  The focus groups were presented with 

the findings from the surveys and participants were asked to respond to, add input to, and prioritize the 

results.  It should be noted that GHS did not receive any written comments or feedback from the 

community regarding its previous CHNA. 

Limitations in Data Collection

compare or trend historical primary data.  GHS expanded its service area since the last community health 

needs assessment.  While the targeted population and individual counties have some similarities, they are 

also different in nature, and therefore, difficult to compare. 

It is also difficult to trend secondary data, as many of the sources used to collect this data have changed 

how the measure is defined from year to year.  While GHS used the most recently publicly reported 

statistics, some of the measures are dated as far back as 2012, so it is difficult to determine the current 
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state of the health issue.  This is why collecting current community feedback is so critical in developing a 

comprehensive assessment of the area. 

Prioritization of Needs 

Results were first prioritized by focus group participants.  GHS then developed a CHNA Steering 

Committee to review all findings from the qualitative and quantitative data and recommend which health 

need(s) to focus on.  The committee would use the following criteria in prioritizing: 

¶ Does GHS have the resources and capacity to positively affect the issue? 

¶ Are there existing assets/resources in the community already addressing the issue?  Does 
GHS have any existing programs already addressing the issue?  Are there potential partners 
GHS can align resources with to maximize impact? 

¶ Is the strategy selected evidence-based and measureable? 

¶ Does the strategy supporǘ DI{Ω ǾƛǎƛƻƴΣ ƳƛǎǎƛƻƴΣ ŀƴŘ ǾŀƭǳŜǎΚ 

¶ What are the potential consequences to the overall health of the community if the issue is 
not addressed?

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Primary Data Results 

Greenville County Survey Primary Findings: 

¶ Access to health care appears to be good for most in the county.  For example, 92% have health 
insurance, 85% have had a physical in the past two years, and 74% said they could always go to a 
doctor when they need to.   

¶ However, almost a quarter (24%) said they could visit a doctor only sometimes.  Lack of insurance or 
the ability to pay is the primary reason why.  Further, 32% say they know of someone who has had 
trouble getting health care for financial reasons. 

¶ Latinos appear to have less access to basic health screenings like hypertension, vision, and dental.  
Among Latinos, 47% reported having a dental cleaning, compared to 59% of Blacks and 69% of 
Whites. 

¶ Obesity is the leading health concern identified in the study with 22% of respondents saying they had 
been told by a health professional that they are obese or overweight. 

¶ Alcohol abuse was picked as one of the top five community concerns.  Among men, 17% said they 
drink more than two alcoholic beverages per day, and 20% said they have consumed more than five 
on a single occasion in the past 30 days.   

¶ 21% reported there are days when they are feeling so sad or worried they cannot go about their 
normal business.  Those under 35 and those earning less than $25,000 are most likely to feel this 
way. 

¶ Only 31% of Greenville children eat at least five servings of fresh fruits and vegetables daily, 
compared to 48% of children across the region.  Most parents (55%) believe their children need to 
know more about nutrition. 
 

Greenville County Focus GroupΩs Primary Findings: 
 
Three focus groups were held in Greenville County, organized and hosted by BSSFHS and Greenville 

Health System.  Two of the groups consisted of representatives of social service and allied health 

organizations that provide community services, particularly to low-income, uninsured, homeless and 

other at-risk citizens.  The third group was a larger gathering of neighborhood leaders and community 

advocates representing inner city Greenville. 

Similar to the findings of the quantitative research, the primary concerns of those in the focus groups 

focused more on social and cultural issues, rather than disease or health system performance. 

Based on facilitated discussion and prioritization from all the three groups, the five priority issues for 

Greenville County are: 

1. Mental health care 
2. Affordable housing 
3. Obesity, including increased awareness and access to healthier foods 
4. Access to health care  
5. Transportation

Laurens County Survey Primary Findings: 

¶ Most of those in the research reported high access to health services.  91% have health insurance 
and 81% can always go to a doctor when they need to.  82% reported a physical in the last two years. 

¶ However, 30% said they know of someone who has had trouble getting health care for financial or 
insurance reasons, and 18% said they could only go to the doctor sometimes. 

¶ 35% reported their health is either very good or excellent.  This was far lower than the regional 
measure of 44%. 

¶ After cancer, obesity is the largest community health concern.  Among respondents, 22% said they 
had been told by a health professional that they are obese or overweight.  Further, 20% never 
exercise and 32% said they eat only one serving of fruits or vegetables daily. 

¶ The rates of exercise for children are higher than regional averages, with 72% of parents saying their 
children get 60 minutes of exercise five days a week or more. 

¶ 33% of men said they drink more than two alcoholic beverages per day and 28% said they have 
consumed more than five drinks on a single occasion in the past 30 days.  Both of these measures 
were far higher than regional averages.

1. Obesity, among adults and children. 
2. Family violence and dysfunction, which links to a number of related issues, such as teen pregnancy 

and substance abuse. 
3. Access to health care, including issues of insurance and physician access. 
4. Diabetes, which relates to obesity as well. 
5. Alcohol and drug abuse, which is connected to mental health issues, as well as dysfunctional families.

Oconee County Survey Primary Findings: 
 

¶ Access to health care is good for most in the county.  83% have had a physical in the past two years.  
83% said they could always go to a doctor when they need to.  Even lower-income families can 
obtain basic health services most of the time, though not always in the most appropriate setting. 

¶ 86% report having health insurance, but one-third (33%) report that either they or someone they 
know has faced trouble accessing health care due to insurance or financial barriers. 

¶ Self-reported rates of obesity (28%) and diabetes (18%) are higher than other counties in the region.  
Rates of those who never exercise (28%) are also far higher.  

¶ Self-reported rates for women getting mammograms (31%) and Pap smears (41%) are significantly 
lower than the regional sample. 

¶ Drug and alcohol abuse are among the top health concerns among research participants.

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During the primary data collection process, participants were asked to prioritize the most significant 

health needs within the community.  In order to narrow the list down, the top issues identified by 

participants were cross-referenced with the secondary data.  Then, an analysis was performed to see if 

any of the top issues identified overlapped among the individual counties within our geographic area.  

The Venn diagram below illustrates the eight health issues that were identified within each county 

surveyed.

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The Steering Committee was charged with reviewing the results and determining which priority health 

needs to address.  During the first meeting, the steering committee recommended that GHS have the 

data reviewed by public health professionals to ensure these were the right issues to focus on or if any 

additional issues should be included. 

GHS engaged content experts Ronnie D. Horner, PhD, and Dr. Brent Egan to serve as neutral third parties 

to ensure the identified health priorities were in line with public health trends.  Dr. Ronnie Horner is 

Director of the Institute for the Advancement of Healthcare ς University of South Carolina and professor 

in the Department of Health Services Policy and Management in the Arnold School of Public Health.  Dr. 

Brent Egan is Medical Director of the Care Coordination Institute and has been involved in population 

health management and quality improvement since 1999.   

After reviewing the data collected, both of these professionals confirmed the selection of the top issues 

identified.  They also agreed on the recommendation to add access to health and social determinants of 

health to be considered as priority issues.  These issues were recommended based on observations made 

in the field as well as a variety of secondary indicators that supported a need in the community.

significant impact on Access to Health Care, Social Determinants of Health, Obesity/Nutritional Health, 

and Mental/Behavioral Health.  GHS has resources and programs already in place that through expansion 

and enhancement could support and positively influence these issues.  

Heart disease mortality, diabetes, and cancer mortality were not selected as focus areas but GHS has the 

opportunity to affect these issues indirectly by focusing on Obesity/Nutritional Health.  There is a 

substantial amount of research indicating that obesity and poor nutrition negatively influence all three of 

these health issues.  By focusing efforts on increasing healthy eating and active living and by addressing 

food insecurity, risks for chronic diseases will be reduced.   

Alcohol and drug abuse and suicide mortality were not selected as focus areas because similar to the 

connection between obesity and chronic disease; there is also a connection between mental/behavioral 

health and substance abuse and suicide.  Activities concentrating on improving mental/behavioral health 

services should also positively impact substance abuse and suicide risks. 

Unintentional Injury was not selected as a focus area because the system feels it has the resources and 

expertise to have a greater impact on the four selected priority areasΦ  DI{Ω /ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ IƻǎǇƛǘŀƭ Ƙŀǎ ōŜŜƴ 

and will continue leading the Safe KidsTM Upstate Coalition, which teams with community partners to 

prevent unintentional childhood injury, a leading cause of death of children 19 and under.

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GHS Community Impact 

After taking an inventory of existing assets and resources in the community, it is also necessary to create 
an inventory of community-wide programs/initiatives currently being offered or sponsored by Greenville 
Health System.  Whenever possible, we look for ways to collaborate with existing organizations to 
maximize the outreach and impact to individuals across the county.  Because of the overwhelming 
community response and the early successes observed, many of these programs will continue to be 
offered in the future. 

 Asthma 
¶ Asthma Action Team (AAT) ς The Center for Pediatric Medicine (CPM) Asthma Action 

Team (AAT) is a multidisciplinary, multilingual, family-centered program within the CPM 
that was formed in 2008 to address increasing asthma prevalence, increasing pediatric 
emergency department (ED) visits and hospitalizations and ED recidivism for asthma, and 
growing asthma disparities in greater Greenville.  Pediatricians, certified asthma 
educators, respiratory therapists, case managers, nurses, social workers, translators, an 
electronic medical record (EMR) technician, and community home visitors staff the AAT.  
Residents training in pediatrics, internal medicine, family practice, and third- and fourth-
year medical students also rotate through the AAT clinic where they learn an evidence-
based approach to asthma care according to the National Asthma Education and 
Prevention Program (NAEPP) Guidelines for the Diagnosis and Management of Asthma.  A 
current registry and alert system of 4,338 children and adolescents with asthma is 
maintained.  The DMCN registry and the EMR are used to identify and stratify asthma 
patients for case management and to alert, track, and monitor asthma-related ED visits 
and hospitalizations.  Intervention by the asthma case manager is intensified for patients 
who continue to require hospital care with re-education, medication adherence 
assessments, and home assessment evaluations for environmental triggers.  Tools such 
as alerts, reminders, and journal notes are provided in the system.  Real-time notification

Access 
¶ Diagnostic Services ς GHS provides diagnostic and laboratory work for the Taylors Free 

Medical Clinic and Greenville Free Clinic, free of charge. 

¶ Take a Loved One to the Doctor ς For three years, GHS has been sponsoring this 
community event and offering health screenings for blood pressure, cholesterol, kidney 
disease, and diabetes.  This event seeks to educate and raise awareness about the 
numerous diseases affecting minorities in America.  More than 150 individuals received 
screenings in 2015. 

¶ The Peace House ς The Peace House mission is to improve access to care and provide 
hope and support to patients and their families while facing challenges of illness, injury, 
or disability during treatment at Roger C. Peace Rehabilitation Hospital. 

¶ MD360® ς GHS has been involved in the opening of MD360 urgent care centers at four 
locations across the county.  MD360 features a team of top physicians focused on 
superior patient-centered care and dedicated to the highest medical and ethical 
standards.  The sites are equipped with physical therapy, laboratory services, and imaging 
technology so doctors can confirm diagnoses faster and develop a plan of care.   
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¶ CVS MinuteClinic Affiliation ς GHS and CVS entered into a clinical affiliation to enhance 
access to high-ǉǳŀƭƛǘȅ ŀŦŦƻǊŘŀōƭŜ ƘŜŀƭǘƘŎŀǊŜ ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜǎ ǘƘǊƻǳƎƘ /±{Ω aƛƴǳǘŜ/ƭƛƴƛŎǎΦ  ¢Ƙƛǎ 
affiliation encourages collaboration among GHS and MinuteClinic providers to improve 
coordination of care for patients seen at these locations.  GHS will provide the required 
physician supervision for nurse practitioners at MinuteClinic locations.  GHS will also help 
assist with the continuing education needs of the nurse practitioners.   

¶ To help address a nationwide physician shortage that will only worsen as more physicians 
retire and baby boomers age, GHS and the University of South Carolina have expanded 
USC School of Medicine Greenville to include first- and second-year medical students.  
This expansion will increase the number of care providers who can help improve the 
overall health of our citizens as well as increase access to the latest medical research and 
most advanced technology for diagnosis and treatment.

The GHS Medical 
Explorers program meets monthly for a presentation delivered by healthcare 
professionals.  After the presentation, there is a hands-on demonstration for students.  
There is also a Medical Experience Academy available to a select number of high school 
seniors where they can spend four weeks exploring the healthcare field and their comfort 
level and interests through simulations, tours, research, and community service.  Upon 
completion, the students are eligible for scholarships and have the option to continue the 
program in their college years. 

¶ Laurens County Memorial Hospital helps support the Good Shepherd Free Medical Clinic 
by offering free medical services to clinic patients who are referred to the hospital and 
shares emergency department records with the clinic. 

¶ LC4 - Laurens County Community Care Center, which opened in 2013, provides a medical 
home for non-emergent patients seen in the ER. 

¶ Healthy Hispanics Wellness Program is offering educational opportunities to the 
Hispanic populations of Laurens County. 

¶ Mountain Lakes AccessHealth (MLAH) - Mountain Lakes AccessHealth is a community 
program designed to address access to care for the low-income, uninsured in Oconee 
County.  Staff helps low-income, uninsured adults gain access to quality health care through 
access to a primary care physician and specialists and connects them to appropriate support 
services in the community.  By addressing social barriers to health, MLAH is breaking cycles 
of chronic inappropriate ED utilization and improving health outcomes.  Through a 
partnership with Baptist Easley (of which GHS is part owner), MLAH is expanding to serve

¶ Oconee Memorial Hospital Free Services ς OMH supports Mountain Lakes AccessHealth 
and Rosa Clark Medical Clinic by offering free medical services to enrolled patients receiving 
care in the hospital. 

¶ AccessHealth Greenville County ς AccessHealth Greenville County helps connect low-
income, uninsured individuals to a medical home, and to better quality and continuity of 
health care through collaboration with Greenville Health System, Bon Secours St. Francis 
Health System, primary care safety-nets, free clinics, and other resources and partners.

¶ Neighborhood Health Partners (NHP) ς NHP is made up of community health workers, 
social workers, and paramedics.  These specially trained team members are providing free or 
low-cost services where access to care is limited, or intervention is needed.  NHP is targeting 
specific geographic areas with identified healthcare needs, and offering a creative solution 
to fill healthcare gaps.  NHP helps to increase access to care, and often reduces health care 
costs by providing the right level of care based on individual medical needs.  Community 
residents must meet certain criteria to qualify for participation. 

¶ NHP Mobile Health Clinic - The Mobile Health Clinic, a 40-foot customized RV, is 
equipped with three exam rooms.  It is staffed by a nurse practitioner, paramedic, 
program manager, and business office representative.  Medical oversight is provided by 
GHS emergency medicine and family medicine physicians.  All patients are welcome, 
including those using employer insurance, Medicare, Medicaid and the uninsured.  The 
clinic provides basic acute and primary care services, including patient education, 
diagnosis, and treatment of acute and chronic illnesses. 

¶ Sullivan Center Mobile Unit ς Oconee Memorial Hospital has sponsored the Clemson 
¦ƴƛǾŜǊǎƛǘȅΩǎ WƻǎŜǇƘ CΦ {ǳƭƭƛǾŀƴ /ŜƴǘŜǊ aƻōƛƭŜ ¦ƴƛǘ ŦƻǊ ǎŜǾŜǊŀƭ ȅŜŀǊǎ.  The purpose of this 
project is to provide health services to medically underserved individuals in Oconee 
County. 

¶ Clemson University Cooperative Extension Service (CUCES) ς GHS has partnered with 
CUCES to start a health extension pilot program, which will encompass the development 
of a cooperative education experience for targeted public health sciences undergraduate 
students, and to help train public health students in community-based strategies and 
population health management.  The goal of the GHS-Clemson program is to develop a 
new approach to connecting the community to resources and providing health education 
in order to improve the overall health of the communities we serve. 

¶ SmartExam ς SmartExam connects patients with a GHS care provider online from a 
mobile device or computer.  For a $20 consultation fee, SmartExam provides a 
telemedicine option to receive a diagnosis and treatment plan.  A provider will review 
symptoms and get back to the patient within one hour.  SmartExam is available 24 hours 
a day. 
 

Aging 
¶ The Memory Health Program ƛǎ ŀ ŎƻƳǇǊŜƘŜƴǎƛǾŜ !ƭȊƘŜƛƳŜǊΩǎ ŘƛǎŜŀǎŜ ŀƴŘ ǊŜƭŀǘŜŘ 

disorders (ADRD) continuum of care program that includes assessment, treatment, and 
family/care partner support with the objective of improving the quality of life for ADRD 
patients and their care partners.  The goal is to enhance the basic services available in the 
community to ADRD patients and their family/care partners so that they can achieve the 
highest possible quality of life while living with a progressively deteriorating disease.  The

¶ REACH ς REACH is a research study that aims to improve knowledge and support for 
caregivers, thereby reducing stress and enhancing their ability to care for their loved 
ones.  Those who enroll will be assigned a Caregiver Coach.  The coach will perform an 
assessment followed by targeting training.  The training consists of 12-15 home visits or 
phone calls over 6 months.

¶ Caregiving ABCs - This series provides helpful information to those caring for loved ones 
affected by memory health conditions.  Each session builds on previous sessions to

The goal 
of GHS Senior Care is to help individuals live as independently as possible for as long as 
possible. 

¶ Virtual Dementia Tour ς The Virtual Dementia tour is a first-hand experience for those 
interested in learning about dementia and what patients might be going through. 
 

Cancer 
¶ Be the Match® Registry ς Approximately every four minutes, someone is diagnosed 

with a blood cancer.  Moreover, every year, 10,000 patients with blood cancers such as 
leukemia and lymphoma, and other life-threatening diseases need a marrow transplant 
from an unrelated donor.  Sadly, only half of these patients actually receive such a 
transplant.  GHS is the UpstateΩǎ ƻƴƭȅ ŎƻƭƭŜŎǘƛƻƴ ǎƛǘŜ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ bŀǘƛƻƴŀƭ aŀǊǊƻǿ 5ƻƴƻǊ 
Program, which means area residents who join the national registry and are found to be 
a match can have their stem cells harvested right here in Greenville regardless of where 
their recipient is located. 

¶ Skin Cancer Prevention ς Patewood Memorial Hospital and Bon Secours St. Francis 
Health System have arrangements to provide free skin cancer screenings to the 
community on a biennial basis (facilities alternate hosting the event each year). 

¶ Wings of Hope Cancer Support Group - In an effort to reach out to all types of cancer 
patients, Laurens County Memorial Hospital collaborated with the newly formed Laurens 
County Cancer Association to create Wings of Hope Cancer Support Group.  This group 
represents all types of cancer patients, cancer survivors and those experiencing other life 
altering health journeys.  Wings of Hope provides education, community resource 
education, access to services and care and spiritual and emotional support.  Monthly 
meetings held at the hospital offer educational presentations, and support. 

¶ Free Screenings ς GHS hosts a number of free or low-cost health events in the 
community each year, a number of which are focused on the early detection and 
prevention of cancer including:  clinical breast exams, prostate cancer screenings, and 
oral cancer screenings. 

¶ Breast Health Patient Navigation Program ς DI{Ω .ǊŜŀǎǘ IŜŀƭǘƘ tŀǘƛŜƴǘ bŀǾƛƎŀǘƛƻƴ 
Program is offered through a grant from the Susan G. Komen Foundation.  The program 
provides free clinical breast exams performed by a breast surgeon, as well as testing, 
such as mammogram or ultrasound, as recommended by the surgeon. 

¶ Center for Integrative Oncology and Survivorship (CIOS) ς CIOS is a new patient-
centered program that integrates evidenced-based complementary therapies with

The center houses a multidisciplinary 
team of professionals consisting of physicians, nurses and other health professionals who 
provide either direct services or referrals for patients throughout their cancer 
experience. 
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Child Health and Advocacy 
¶ Berea Middle Bike Club ς GHS helped support and develop a school-based bike club at 

Berea Middle School.  The bike club is a form of group mentoring and is grounded in the 
practice of positive youth development.  Each bike is assigned to a young person but 
stored in a secure location after each ride.  If the students remain consistent members of 
the group for a year, the bike becomes theirs and they can take it home.

By embracing a 
consistent healthy role model that children admire, physicians and parents can team with 
Choosy to establish preferences for healthier nutrition choices and increased physical 
activity. 

¶ Girls on the Run® ς Girls on the Run combines training to participate in a 3.1-mile 
running event with self-esteem enhancing, uplifting workouts and a community service 
project. 

¶ Mobile Recreation Bus ς This bus is a mobile activity center that will rotate through 
under-privileged neighborhoods, giving children an opportunity to get out and play. 

¶ New Impact ς The New Impact program is a comprehensive weight management 
program for children ages 6 to 21 to treat those who are overweight and obese in the 
Upstate and empower them to develop active and healthy lifestyles. 

¶ Public Education Partner ς Greenville Health System supports and strengthens public 
education.  The programs GHS supported in schools include: 

Á Certified Athletic Trainer Network ς provides certified athletic trainers to 
public and private middle and high schools (description below).

Through 
partnerships, we will map targeted health issues across the communities we serve to 
better understand their causes and develop effective, innovative ideas within the 
community to improve health.

Medically specialized camps allow campers the freedom to play, laugh, explore, and grow 
in a normal, developmentally appropriate way. 

¶ Help Me Grow South Carolina (HMG SC) ς HMG SC collaborates with multiple state 
partners in developing strategies to advance developmental promotion, early detection, 
and linkage to services.  These partnerships have produced a blended funding stream 
that supports HMG SC operations and expansion.

Health Promotion and Education 

¶ Greenville B-Cycle ς In partnership with Upstate Forever, GHS supports a bike-share 
program throughout the City of Greenville.  There are six bike stations and 28 bikes, 
which will provide community members and visitors an active way to get around town. 

¶ Doctors Call-in Show ς GHS physicians regularly participate on a local segment of the 
news on channel WYFF4 to answer questions on a specific health topic. 

¶ Life Center® Health & Conditioning Club ς The GHS Life Center is a medically based 
fitness facility located near downtown Greenville offering all of the services and support 
needed to achieve health and fitness goals. 

¶ LoseWell ς LoseWell is a small group, medical weight management program that is open 
to all adults over the age of 18 who are ready to change their lives.  This 12-week 
program focuses on the importance of integrating exercise, nutrition, personal support, 
and health coaching to build a successful and unique program for each participant. 

¶ Minority Health Summit ς The Minority Health Summit is an annual event hosted by 
GHS with speakers discussing a variety of health issues.  The summit attracts thousands 
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of individuals and focuses on helping minority populations improve their health and the 
health of their loved ones.   

¶ Partners Achieving Total Health (PATH) ς PATH is a wellness initiative of GHS and 
YMCA of Greenville that provides access to fitness and preventive care that is affordable, 
easily accessible and focused on reaching people before they get sick. 

¶ QuitWell ς QuitWell is a program offered to individuals who are ready to quit smoking.  
GHS and the American Cancer Society have customized the Freshstart program to help 
anyone quit smoking.  It consists of five weekly sessions with proven activities and 
methods to stop smoking. 

¶ The GHS Swamp Rabbit Trail ς To encourage healthy lifestyles and promote family-
friendly physical activity, GHS partnered with other organizations to create the GHS 
Swamp Rabbit Trail.  The trail is 20+ miles long and growing and is used by thousands of 
people every day.  A study released in 2013 reported that roughly 360,000 people used 
the trail the first year it opened and 400,000 in the second year. 

¶ Walks/Runs ς GHS hosts a number of walk/runs around the county to encourage 
physical fitness and promote a variety of causes.   

¶ Wellness Way ς Wellness Way is a medically based six-week program for adults at risk 
for chronic conditions such as heart disease.  Participants learn how to manage their 
disease by adopting healthy behaviors, including regular exercise and a healthy eating 
plan.  Physician referral is required. 

¶ Step Up Laurens County - This healthy community initiative is spearheaded by the

¶ Lunch and Learns- Laurens County Memorial Hospital partners with local YMCAs to 
offer lunch and learns on health-related topics. 

¶ Rocking Heart Day - With an objective to increase the number of individuals who know 
their numbers relating to heart health, LCMH developed programs and services to provide 
community outreach and access for preventive screenings and offer education and guidance 
to individuals at risk for heart disease. 

¶ Walking Trail at OMH ς OMH opened space on its campus to develop a walking trail which 
employees helped support through fund raising.  It is open to the public in an effort to 
promote healthy lifestyles through physical activity. 

 

Injury Prevention 
¶ Certified Athletic Trainer Network ς GHS partnered with Steadman Hawkins Clinic of 

the Carolinas to create one of the largest certified athletic training networks in the nation 
and now serves more than 50 middle schools, public and private high schools, 
professional baseball, university athletics, recreation districts, and national events held in 
the Upstate.  Steadman Hawkins has combined certified athletic trainers with GHS 
physicians and sports medicine specialists to create a team approach for injury 
prevention, treatment, and rehabilitation at no charge to the organizations they serve.

¶ {ŀŦŜ YƛŘǎϰ ¦ǇǎǘŀǘŜ ς Safe Kids Upstate is one of more than 400 coalitions affiliated with 
Safe Kids Worldwide.  The mission of the organization is to prevent unintentional 
childhood injury, a leading killer of children age 19 and under.  GHS partners with more 
than 90 other community organizations to keep kids safe in Greenville, Pickens, and 
Oconee counties. 

¶ .ǳŘŘȅΩǎ IƻƳŜ {ŀŦŜǘȅ IƻǳǎŜ ς The safety house is an award-winning mobile home-
safety exhibit that covers many topics such as fire prevention, fall prevention and 
medication safety. 

¶ Upstate Cribs for Kids ς Upstate Cribs for Kids, through community partners, provides 
parents with safe sleep education, portable cribs, and information on safe infant sleeping 
environments. 

¶ Life Jacket Loaner Boards ς Safe Kids Upstate, Duke Energy, the South Carolina 
Department of Natural Resources, and the Keese Family Foundation have established 
loaner boards at Oconee County lakes.  These boards offer directions for fitting a life 
jacket.  Life jackets in various sizes are available that families can use and return. 

¶ Bike Safety ς Events such as Bike to School Day, bike rodeos, and bike helmet fittings 
raise awareness and offer families safety information about bicycling and other wheeled 
sports. 

¶ Pedestrian Safety ς Pedville is an interactive model Safety Town that encourages 
walking as an effective, safe and easy form of exercise. 

¶ Safety Patrols ς This award-winning, safety-minded leadership development initiative 
provides training and equipment to participating schools and assists with the 
development of efficient carpool lines and safe routes to school. 

¶ Bicycle Skills Clinic ς The Bicycle Skills Clinic is a bicycle skills and safety education 
curriculum targeting youth ages 9 to 11.  The program is delivered through elementary 
school physical education programs and some community centers.  The primary goal is to 
increase the number of safe youth bicycle riders who ride for both fitness and 
transportation.

Maternal and Infant Health 
¶ Teen-Mom Program ς The Teen-Mom Program provides mothering education for 

teenage mothers as well as medical exams and immunizations for their infants.  A 
pediatrician who specializes in adolescent medicine as well as a pediatric physician 
assistant, adolescent nurse, and social workers staff the program. 

¶ Nurse-Family Partnership ς An evidence-based community health program, Nurse-Family 
tŀǊǘƴŜǊǎƘƛǇΩǎ ƻǳǘŎƻƳŜǎ ƛƴŎƭǳŘŜ ƭƻƴƎ-term family improvements in health, education, and 
economic self-sufficiency.  Nurse-Family Partnership helps transform the lives of vulnerable 
first-time moms and their babies.  Through ongoing home visits from registered nurses, low-
income, first-time moms receive the care and support they need to have a healthy 
pregnancy, provide responsible and competent care for their children, and become more 
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economically self-sufficient.  From pregnancy until the child turns age 2, Nurse-Family 
Partnership Nurse Home Visitors form a much-needed, trusting relationship with the first-
time moms, instilling confidence and empowering them to achieve a better life for their 
children ς and themselves. 

¶ Baby-Friendly Designation ς Greenville Memorial Hospital and Oconee Memorial 
Hospital have both received international recognition as Baby-Friendly designated birth 
facilities.  The Baby-Friendly Hospital Initiative (BFHI) is a global initiative of the World 
IŜŀƭǘƘ hǊƎŀƴƛȊŀǘƛƻƴ ŀƴŘ ǘƘŜ ¦ƴƛǘŜŘ bŀǘƛƻƴǎ /ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ CǳƴŘΦ  ¢ƘŜ ƛƴƛǘƛŀǘƛǾŜΩǎ Ǝƻŀƭ ƛǎ ǘƻ 
improve health outcomes for mothers and babies through breastfeeding and immediate 
skin-to-skin bonding.  The initiative has been well received within the system; Greer 
Memorial Hospital and Laurens County Memorial Hospital are currently taking steps to 
achieve Baby-Friendly designation. 

¶ CenteringPregnancy - CenteringPregnancy is a group model of prenatal care that brings 
women with similar due dates to their appointments together in groups.  It offers them 
the opportunity to be active in their own care, to voice concerns, and to have unrushed 
time with their provider to learn about pregnancy and childbirth and to plan for their new 
babies.  In Centering, women never have to wait in a waiting room; they enter directly 
into a comfortable space and join the same group of approximately a dozen women.  
While each of them receives individual medical care, there is time for discussion, support, 
and education.  These women receive two full hours with their healthcare providers each 
visit. 

¶ Pregnancy Partners - Laurens County Memorial Hospital developed a program to combat 
premature and low birth weight babies through Pregnancy Partners.  Created by staff from 
ǘƘŜ ²ƻƳŜƴΩǎ [ƛŦŜ /ŜƴǘŜǊ ŀƴŘ ŦǳƴŘŜŘ ǘƘǊƻǳƎƘ ŀ ƎǊŀƴǘ ŦǊƻƳ ǘƘŜ aŀǊŎƘ ƻŦ 5ƛƳŜǎΣ tǊŜƎƴŀƴŎȅ 
Partners is designed to assist moms through their entire pregnancy journey, at no cost to 
the patient.  Program components include monthly pregnancy classes focused on making 
healthy choices, infant/child CPR, safety in the home, the basic needs, feeding options, labor 
support, and postpartum-depression.  Group classes are conducted during the second 
trimester.  In addition, monthly exercise classes, pregnancy passport booklets, goal setting 
gifts, and follow up during the six-week postpartum period are offered.  

¶ Perinatal Awareness for Successful Outcomes (PASOs) ς The PASOs program offers 
support to increase capacity to effectively respond to the reproductive needs of Latinas and 
their babies, education for individuals and families on family health and prevention, 
cƻƳƳǳƴƛǘȅ ƘŜŀƭǘƘ ƻǳǘǊŜŀŎƘ ƻƴ ǿƻƳŜƴΩǎ ŀƴŘ ŦŀƳƛƭȅ ƘŜŀƭǘƘ ǘƻǇƛŎǎ, connection to needed 
resources including The Benefit Bank and The Affordable Care Act, support and solution-
finding for individuals and families, partnerships with organizations to increase access to 
health care and other resources and cultural competency consulting and training. 

 

Mental Health 
¶ Mental Health Services ς Located on Greenville Memorial Medical Campus, GHS has an 

outpatient psychiatric and behavioral treatment facility called The Brownell Center, 
which is staffed by board-certified psychiatrists who specialize in adult, child and 
adolescent, and geriatric psychiatric disorders.  The child and adolescent psychiatrists 
also provide services to the community through work at the Greenville Mental Health 
Center, Piedmont Mental Health Center, and White Horse Academy. 

¶ Psychiatry Residency Program ς In 2013, Greenville Health System in partnership with 
the University of South Carolina was granted initial accreditation to offer a four-year 
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psychiatry residency program that accepts four residents per year.  Residents in the 
program will have an opportunity to function in many settings concurrently such as 
outpatient clinics, inpatient services, triage, consultation services, and community-based 
programs. 

¶ Community Awareness and Education ς GHS hosts a number of educational events 
open to the public to promote awareness and provide education on mental health.   
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Evaluation of Actions from 2013 CHNA 
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GREENVILLE COUNTY 

In September 2013, GHS released its Community Health Needs Assessment on Greenville County, SC.

The goal of the Community Health Needs Assessment is to reach broadly into 

the community to identify needs, gaps, and barriers to health and health services.  After performing a 

quantitative and qualitative analysis, GHS was able to create a fully comprehensive community profile on 

Greenville County.  Key health indicators were assessed and prioritized, and an action plan was developed 

for each individual hospital to address the needs that GHS felt it could impact the most.  GHS performed 

an annual review of each action plan to ensure objectives were being reached and to consider if goals or 

activities needed to be altered to improve desired outcomes.  The following section provides a summary 

of actions and outcomes achieved since the 2013 CHNA was released. 

HEALTH PRIORITIES IDENTIFIED 

The following health indicators were chosen as priority issues to focus on within Greenville County: 

o Cancer ς the objective was to increase the number of men receiving preventive prostate 

screenings and to increase the number of women receiving preventive breast screenings. 

o Nutrition, Physical Activity, and Obesity ς the objective was to increase the number of 

individuals screened and educated on their BMI and to provide an educational platform 

for healthy food choices. 

o Maternal & Infant Health ς the objective was to identify vulnerable first-time moms and 

provide support for them to have a healthy pregnancy and to increase capacity to 

effectively respond to the reproductive health needs of Latinas and their babies. 

o Heart Health ς the objective was to increase the number of individuals receiving health 

screenings for blood pressure and cholesterol and provide education on heart health. 

o Aging Population ς the objective was to increase the number of caregivers receiving

and related disorders (ADRD). 

o Influenza and Pneumonia ς the objective was to increase the number of individuals 

receiving the flu vaccination. 

GREENVILLE MEMORIAL HOSPITAL 

With the majority of women in Greenville County delivering their babies at Greenville Memorial Hospital 

(GMH), equipped with a Level III Perinatal Unit, GHS felt that this hospital could have the most influence 

on matters of maternal and infant health.  Below are four of the programs that were developed to 

address the health priority of Maternal & Infant Health:  

o Journey to become a Baby-Friendly Hospital ς throughout 2013 and 2014, GMH 

positioned itself to apply for designation as a Baby-Friendly Hospital.  The Baby-Friendly 
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Hospital Initiative (BFHI) is a global initiative of the World Health Organization (WHO) and 

the United Nations /ƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ CǳƴŘ ό¦bL/9Cύ.  ¢ƘŜ ƛƴƛǘƛŀǘƛǾŜΩǎ Ǝƻŀƭ ƛǎ ǘƻ ƛƳǇǊƻǾŜ ƘŜŀƭǘƘ 

outcomes for mothers and babies through breastfeeding and immediate skin-to-skin 

bonding.  The effects of breastfeeding can significantly improve infant health by 

decreasing the chance of ear infections, asthma, obesity, and sudden infant death 

syndrome (SIDS).  It also has positive effects on maternal health by decreasing blood loss, 

reducing the risk for postpartum depression, heart disease, Type 2 diabetes, and ovarian 

and breast cancer.  GMH did qualify and receive official designation as a Baby-Friendly 

Hospital in 2014.  In fact, the program was so successful it is now being implemented in 

another GHS facility, Oconee Memorial Hospital.  Greer Memorial Hospital and Laurens 

County Memorial Hospital are both currently taking steps to achieve Baby-Friendly 

designation.  The year one CHNA goals for this program were to: 

Á Achieve an overall breastfeeding rate of 90% or better over the three years.  This 

is the rate for any mother who initiates breastfeeding while in the hospital.  GMH 

achieved an overall breastfeeding rate of: 

¶ Year one - 85%  

¶ Year two - 86% 

¶ Year three (Year to Date - through end of May) - 90% 

Á The second goal was to achieve an exclusive breastfeeding rate of 80% or better.  

This is the rate of babies who receive no formula while in the hospital.  GMH 

achieved an overall breastfeeding rate of: 

¶ Year one - 81%  

¶ Year two - 74% 

¶ Year three (YTD - through end of May) - 79% 
The primary obstacle in achieving these breastfeeding rates is lack of prenatal education, 
especially if the mother is receiving prenatal care outside of the Greenville Health 
System. 

 
o CenteringPregnancy ς CenteringPregnancy is a model of prenatal care that brings women 

with similar due dates to their appointments together in groups.  While each patient 

receives her own medical care, there is also time for group discussion, support, and 

education with the same group of approximately one dozen women.  Scientific studies 

have shown that families who participate in this initiative have higher rates of satisfaction 

with their prenatal care.  The year one CHNA goals for the program were to: 

Á Year one goal:  Enroll 433 participants with an average rate of 68% breastfeeding 

at time of discharge.  The program had 503 participants in year one and had an 

average rate of 87% of its participants breastfeeding at the time of discharge. 

Á Year two goal:  Enroll 466 participants with an average rate of 72% breastfeeding 

at time of discharge.  The program had 511 participants in year one and had an 

average rate of 87% of its participants breastfeeding at the time of discharge. 

Á Year three goal:  Enroll 500 participants with an average rate of 75% 

breastfeeding at time of discharge.  The program has had 321 participants year-
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to-date as of June and had an average rate of 87% of its participants 

breastfeeding at the time of discharge.  In July of 2016, the GHS 

CenteringPregnancy program was one of four programs recognized with an 

international award given for innovation and excellence by the Aspen Institute 

and one of its trustees. 

  

o Nurse-Family Partnership ς The Nurse- Family Partnership is an evidence-based 

community health program that fosters long-term family improvements in health, 

education, and economic self-sufficiency.  Through ongoing home visits from registered 

nurses, low-income, first-time moms receive the care and support they need to have a 

healthy pregnancy, provide responsible and competent care for their children, and 

become more economically self-sufficient.  The year one CHNA goals for the program 

were to: 

Á Maintain a low birth weight rate of under 14% among participants.  The Nurse 

Family Partnership was able to surpass this goal among participants of the 

program:  

¶ Year one ς 11.9%  

¶ Year two ς 12.7% 

¶ Year three (YTD ς through end of March) ς 12.3% 

Á Increase the high school/GED completion rate among participants to at least a 

61% completion rate year one and increase that rate by 1% annually for years 

two (62%) and three (63%).  The program exceeded the annual goal of its 

participants to complete high school or obtain their GED each year: 

¶ Year one ς 66%  

¶ Year two ς 65% 

¶ Year three (YTD ς through end of March) ς 65% 

 

o PASOs - South Carolina is home to a fast-growing Latino population that is young, 

generally healthy, and has a high birth rate.  Research has shown, however, that the 

longer Latinos live in this country, the worse their maternal and child health outcomes 

are if support is not provided.  In our state, Latina women may have many challenges 

accessing prenatal care because of language and cultural barriers, and they have higher 

rates of birth defects and pregnancy complications arising from a lack of nutritional 

education.  The goal of the PASOs is to improve prenatal care and health for Hispanic 

women, so that patients experience fewer preterm deliveries and complications, and a 

reduced rate of infant mortality.   

The goals set in the 2013 CHNA action plan focused specifically on expanding outreach 

and education efforts about the benefits of folic acid (to the Latino population).  While 

we did not meet our initial goals, we were able to reassess and adjust programming to 

better reach the community.  Between 2013 and July of 2016, the following outcomes 

were reported within PASOs: 
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Á 93 participants completed the Folic Acid Pathway ς Folic Acid Pathway is an 

educational session to inform expecting mothers of the importance of taking folic 

acid supplements during pregnancy.  In Greenville County, 47% of the women 

reached had no previous knowledge of folic acid, and 92% of the women given 

vitamins were still taking them 30-60 days later. 

Á 6 participants completed the Social Determinants Pathway - Social Determinants 

Pathway is a discussion between a PASOs staff member and participant about 

various social determinants related to quality of life for the participant (including 

economic stability, social support, living environment, and education).   

Á 52 participants completed the SNAP Pathway - SNAP Pathway provides education 

and support regarding SNAP applications for families, including documentation 

support, SNAP appointment assistance, and overcoming personal and external 

barriers to receiving SNAP assistance.   

Á 171 individuals attended educational workshops - Topics addressed included: 

preconception health, nutrition and exercise, family planning, the importance of 

folic acid, health resources available in each county, child safety and SIDS, 

postpartum depression, breastfeeding, domestic violence, STDs and AIDS, and 

more.  Educational workshops are held monthly. 

Á 616 WIC Individuals Reached and 213 WIC Enrollments ς PASOs partners with the 

Department of Health and Environmental Control (DHEC) WIC Department 

(Women, Infants, Children) in order to provide outreach about WIC in Spanish-

speaking communities and to increase enrollment in WIC services.  PASOs 

provides assistance with WIC applications for pregnant or breastfeeding women, 

infants, and children up to 5 years old.    

Á 203 Partnership Meetings - PASOs has collaborated with numerous community 

organizations including: IƛǎǇŀƴƛŎ !ƭƭƛŀƴŎŜΣ ¢ƘŜ IƛǎǇŀƴƛŎ !ƳŜǊƛŎŀƴ ²ƻƳŜƴΩǎ 

Association, GHS Accountable Communities, WIC, Safe Kids, Help Me Grow, Bon 

Secours St. Francis Health System, New Horizon, Greenville Free Clinic, and 

Center for Community Services.  

Á 46 Outreach Events - PASOs staff members regularly attend and participate in 

community outreach events, many of which are held at local churches, schools, 

and community centers.   

o Since the incidence rates of prostate and breast cancer have been increasing over the past 

few years, GHS wanted to make access to screenings a priority.  Therefore, screening events 

were included in the action plans of four of our five hospitals in Greenville County.  The goals 

and outcomes for GMH were as follows: 

Á Year one - Provide at least 120 screenings for women receiving clinical breast 

exams and men receiving prostate exams.  At an event held in the fall, 122 

screenings were provided to members of the community. 
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Á Year two - Provide at least 130 screenings for women receiving clinical breast 

exams and men receiving prostate exams.  At an event held in the fall, 159 

screenings were provided to members of the community. 

Á Year three - Provide at least 140 screenings for women receiving clinical breast 

exams and men receiving prostate exams.  At an event held in the fall, 70 

prostate screenings were provided and this year, 130 kidney screenings were 

performed among other biometric screenings.  GHS stopped offering clinical 

breast exams in the community due to recent guidelines from the American 

Cancer Society (ACS).  The ACS is no longer recommending clinical breast exams, 

in which doctors or nurses feel for lumps, for women of any age who have had 

no symptoms of abnormality in the breasts.   

GREER MEMORIAL HOSPITAL 

Greer Memorial Hospital (GRMH) focused on expanding access to vital screenings and flu vaccinations.  

Below are the goals and outcomes set within the GRMH action plan: 

o Community Prostate Screenings: 

Á Year one - Provide at least 60 screenings for men receiving prostate exams.  At an 

event held in the fall, 52 free screenings were provided to members of the 

community. 

Á Year two and three - no screenings were performed.  In year one, the hospital 

had access to a bus to use for community prostate screenings, however this 

resource was no longer available for years two and three.  

o Provide community outreach and access to flu shots ς Free flu vaccinations were made 

available to the community, with specific focus on elderly residents.   

Á Year one - The goal was to provide 500 free flu vaccinations.  GRMH far 

surpassed this goal by providing over 2,000 flu shots.  

Á Year two - The goal was to provide 550 free flu vaccinations.  GRMH far 

surpassed this goal by providing over 1,162 flu shots. 

Á Year three - The goal was to provide 650 free flu vaccinations.  GRMH far 

surpassed this goal by providing over 1,372 flu shots. 

o Community Health Screenings - Provide community outreach and access to important 

preventive screenings and provide education and guidance to individuals at risk for heart 

disease.   

Á Year one ς Provide at least 370 free screenings for blood pressure, body mass 

index, and glucose finger sticks.  GRMH came very close to this goal in year one 

by providing 360 free screenings in the community.  

Á Year two ς Provide at least 385 free screenings for blood pressure, body mass 

index, and glucose finger sticks.  GRMH provided 84 free screenings in the 

community.  The decrease in community health screenings provided in year two 

was primarily due to lack of resources/staffing.  Due to the overwhelming 
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response to the community flu shot program, the resources and staffing were 

reassigned to providing flu shots. 

Á Year three ς Provide at least 400 free screenings for blood pressure, body mass 

index, and glucose finger sticks.  GRMH provided 255 free screenings in the 

community.  In year three, the hospital partnered with the YMCA so the number 

of screenings increased from year two but still did not quite meet the targeted 

goal initially set in the 2013 CHNA. 

HILLCREST MEMORIAL HOSPITAL 

Hillcrest Memorial Hospital (HMH) focused on expanding access to vital screenings.  Below are the goals 

and outcomes set within the HMH action plan: 

o Community Prostate Screenings: 

Á Year one - Provide at least 60 screenings for men receiving prostate exams.  At an 

event held in the fall, 40 free screenings were provided to members of the 

community. 

Á Year two and three - no screenings were performed.  In year one, the hospital 

had access to a bus to use for community prostate screenings, however this 

resource was no longer available for years two and three.  

o Community Health Screenings - Provide community outreach and access to important 

preventive screenings and provide education and guidance to individuals at risk for heart 

disease.   

Á Year one - Provide at least 1,000 free screenings for blood pressure, body mass 

index, and glucose finger sticks.  HMH surpassed the year one goal by providing 

1,336 free screenings in the community.  

Á Year two - Provide at least 1,100 free screenings for blood pressure, body mass 

index, and glucose finger sticks.  HMH provided 1,273 free screenings in the 

community.  

Á Year three - Provide at least 1,200 free screenings for blood pressure, body mass 

index, and glucose finger sticks.  HMH provided 764 free screenings in the 

community (YTD through June).

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Á Year one - Provide at least 42 screenings for men receiving prostate exams and 

women receiving breast exams.  At an event held in the fall, 49 free screenings 

were provided to members of the community. 

Á Year two - Provide at least 45 screenings for men receiving prostate exams and 

women receiving breast exams.  At an event held in the fall, 12 free screenings 

were provided to members of the community. 

Á Year three - Provide at least 48 screenings for men receiving prostate exams and 

women receiving breast exams.  At an event held in the fall, 31 free screenings 

were provided to members of the community. 

The decrease in screenings for years two and three was due to changes in the American

16 participants.  The NGLTACH program held 7 sessions with 76 participants 

throughout the year.  

Á Year two - The goal was to provide two sessions throughout the year with at least 

20 participants.  The NGLTACH program held 2 sessions with 27 participants 

throughout the year.  

Á Year three - The goal was to provide two sessions throughout the year with at 

least 25 participants.  The NGLTACH program held 1 sessions with 12 participants 

throughout the year.  A second session did not get scheduled due to staffing 

issues. 

PATEWOOD MEMORIAL HOSPITAL 

The Patewood Memorial Campus is the home for the GHS Center for Success in Aging so GHS found it 

appropriate that its action plan include a goal to address a need of the aging population in Greenville 

County.  Below are the initial 2013 CHNA goals for the Patewood Campus: 

o Caregiving ABCs - Educational classes were held with helpful information to those caring for 

loved ones affected by memory health conditions.  These Caregiving ABC classes were

Á Year one - The goal was to have 120 participants attend classes held 

throughout the year.  Approximately 192 participants attended these 

sessions in year one.    
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Á Year two - The goal was to have 125 participants attend classes held 

throughout the year.  Approximately 431 participants attended these 

sessions in year two.     

Á Year three - The goal was to have 130 participants attend classes held 

throughout the year.  Approximately 162 participants attended these 

sessions YTD (June). 

OCONEE MEMORIAL HOSPITAL 

Oconee Memorial Hospital (OMH) performed its 2013 Community Health Needs Assessment on Oconee 

and Pickens Counties.  As a result of the prioritization process, 11 needs were identified to be addressed: 

o Primary Care Physician Need ς Improve access to comprehensive, quality health services.  

haIΩǎ ǎǘǊŀǘŜƎƛŜǎ ƛƴŎƭǳŘŜŘΥ 

o Increasing patient access to primary care in the community.  OMH set the following 

goals to enhance access to primary care: 

Á Hire three primary care physicians over the next year.  Although OMH did not 

meet this goal during the past three years, it hired one family medicine 

physician and opened a walk-in clinic using nurse practitioners to bridge the 

gap in access.  The organization is still actively recruiting primary care 

physicians. 

Á Provide access and provider information in the work place.  OMH has 

achieved significant growth in industry-based wellness programs, RN, and 

FNP clinics over the past three years. 

Á Coordinate better post hospital care to reduce readmissions.  OMH 

established an advanced practice provider (APP) walk-in clinic designed 

specifically to see patients post-discharge who do not have a primary care 

physician.  The readmission rate is below the national average. 

o Improving patient education and quality of care by increasing the use of Advanced 

Practice Providers (APP).  haIΩǎ Ǝƻŀƭǎ ŦƻǊ ŀŎŎƻƳǇƭƛǎƘƛƴƎ ǘƘƛǎ ǎǘǊŀǘŜƎȅ ǿŜǊŜΥ 

Á Recruitment and efforts to increase APPs and care navigators in the current 

Oconee physician practices with the goal of having at least one APP in each 

primary care office.  OMH achieved and has maintained this goal since 2014. 

Á Pursue Patient Centered Medical Home recognition.  OMH is in the process 

of the PCMH application process and is planning for submission in August 

2016. 

Á Increase patient wellness education and compliance during office visits using 

care navigators.  The goal is to increase patient compliance and achieve 

better core metrics.  OMH will be able to achieve this goal once it receives 

PCMH status.  Then, it can explore the next steps associated with care 

navigators.

Á Seek additional avenues to treat uninsured patients other than in the 

Emergency Room.  OMH established Mountain Lakes AccessHealth to find 

medical homes for the low-income uninsured. 

o Clinical Preventive Services ς Improve access to clinical preventive services.  To achieve this 

goal, OMH set out to establish outreach programs that would provide health screenings in 

the community.  OMH achieved this goal and will continue offering community screenings on 

an ongoing basis.  Below are some of the screenings offered: 

o Free colorectal cancer screenings (starting in 2016). 

o Free breast health exams each October. 

o Annual screenings within local corporations. 

o Unintentional Injury Deaths ς Reduce the number of unintentional injuries to children through

This 

goal has been accomplished through a Life Jacket Loaner board established at several 

parks. 

o Maternal and Child Health ς Provide prenatal care to low-ƛƴŎƻƳŜΣ ǳƴƛƴǎǳǊŜŘ ǿƻƳŜƴΦ  haIΩǎ 

strategies included:

The goal of this program is to provide pre-natal healthcare to low-income uninsured 

women in Walhalla, SC. This ongoing program will continue. 

o Provide free childbirth classes.  This program is completed and will be ongoing to 

improve birth outcomes by providing free childbirth classes to low income, uninsured 

parents-to-be. 

o Mental Health ς Improve access to acute care mental health services.  haIΩǎ ǎǘǊŀǘŜƎȅ 

included: 

o Collaborate with other upstate hospitals and share physician resources. 

Á One of the goals was a collaborative between AnMed, Baptist Easley, Cannon 

Memorial Hospital, and OMH to fund the salary of an additional psychiatrist 

to open 15 additional beds at Patrick Harris Psychiatric Hospital.  The goal 
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was to decrease the holding period for patients waiting to be admitted.  In 

2014, the 15 beds were opened and have provided relief for OMH.  This 

program will be ongoing. 

o Collaborate with Anderson, Oconee, Pickens Mental Health Department (AOP) to 

fund a behavioral health clinician to assist in evaluation, placement, and discharge 

planning.  The goal of this strategy was to increase access to care with appropriate 

discharge follow up.  This goal was completed in 2014.   

o Nutritional/Physical Activity ς Improve access to education about good nutrition; improve

2013. 

Á Offer Lunch and Learns to OPP staff on diabetes education.  OMH 

accomplished this goal by offering numerous Lunch and Learns on a variety 

of health related topics. 

o Transportation ς Improve transportation options for those in need of transportation

OMH 

accomplished this goal by providing free diabetes education to patients from 

Mountain Lakes AccessHealth.  Patients from the Rosa Clark and Clemson Free Clinic 

also participated. 

o Provide palliative care services to patients with chronic conditions to improve the 

well-being of patients with chronic conditions through education and support.  This 

program was complete, the inpatient and outpatient palliative care program is up 

and running. 
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o Provide a medical home to low-income, uninsured patients through Mountain Lakes 

AccessHealth to improve health outcomes.  This program was accomplished. 

o Dental Health ς Reduce the number of dentalςrelated emergencies in the Emergency

Á Have two certified smoking cessation educators in order to increase the 

frequency of classes offered.

Á Enroll all Mountain Lakes AccessHealth (MLAH) participants identified as 

tobacco users into the free smoking cessation classes.  Require attendance at 

all three classes for continued care.  The goal of the program was to have 

MLAH clients who use tobacco complete the program.  All MLAH tobacco-

users were referred to a group program.  MLAH participants were seen for 

one-on-one tobacco use counseling. 

Á Have informational brochures regarding smoking cessation classes in MLAH 

offices.  Make referral for class at the time when a tobacco user is identified 

to increase awareness of smoking cessation.  MLAH has class fliers and refers 

regularly. 

o Access for the Uninsured and Underinsured ς Improve the health and well-being of low-

The goal is for 100% of active MLAH clients to have a 

medical home.  This goal was accomplished. 
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Á Provide intensive case management services (including social support and 

health education) to equip clients with tools to improve their overall well-

being.  OMH accomplished this goal by reducing IP discharges by 61.54% and 

by reducing ED discharges by 25%. 

Á Ensure that Mountain Lakes AccessHealth is sustainable and able to continue 

providing services through maintaining donations or grant funding to MLAH.  

OMH continues to support MLAH. 

o Support Rosa Clark Free Clinic 

Á Provide $150,000 in funding to Rosa Clark Free Clinic by providing medical 

services to the indigent by supporting the operations of Rosa Clark Free 

Clinic.  This goal has been completed. 

Á Provide free laboratory testing, radiology exams and other services to the 

patients of Rosa Clark Free Clinic by providing medical services to the 

indigent.  This goal has been accomplished. 

o Partner with the Sullivan Center by providing quarterly stipend to improve access to 

care in order to increase the number of clients seen at the center.  OMH continues to 

support the center.   

LAURENS COUNTY MEMORIAL HOSPITAL 

Laurens County Memorial Hospital (LCMH) performed its Community Health Needs Assessment on 

Laurens County.  As a result of the prioritization process, four needs were identified to be addressed: 

o Access to Services - through collaboration with Carolina Health Centers, LCMH created LC4 to 

connect frequent users of emergency services to a primary care medical home.  It is a 

federally qualified health center, designed to improve accessibility and affordability of 

primary care and reduce non-emergent care in the Emergency Department.   

Á Year one - LCMH set a goal of having 150 patients referred from the ER 

to LC4 in 2014.  LCMH exceeded its goal by referring 350 patients from 

the Hospital ER to the LC4 Community Health Center.  

Á Year two - LCMH set a goal of having 200 patients referred from the ER 

to LC4 in 2015.  LCMH far exceeded its goal by referring 814 patients 

from the Hospital ER to the LC4 Community Health Center. 

Á Year three - LCMH set a goal of having 300 patients referred from the ER 

to LC4 in 2016.  Through the end of June 2016, LCMH has already 

referred 1,744 patients from the Hospital ER to the LC4 Community 

Health Center. 

o Heart Health Access ς LCMH developed programs and services to provide community 

outreach and access for preventative screenings and offer education and guidance to 

individuals at risk for heart disease.  The goal of this program was to increase the number of 

individuals who receive heart-related preventive screenings (blood pressure and BMI).   
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Á Year one - The goal for 2014 was to provide 150 screenings in the 

community.  LCMH exceeded its goal set in FY14 by providing 175 health 

screenings in the community. 

Á Year two - The goal for 2015 was to provide 200 screenings in the 

community.  LCMH exceeded its goal set in FY15 by providing 240 health 

screenings in the community. 

Á Year three - The goal for 2016 was to provide 300 screenings in the 

community.  Through June of 2016, LCMH has already provided 278 health 

screenings in the community. 

o Cancer Support ς LCMH partnered with the Laurens County Cancer Association to create 

Wings of Hope Cancer Support Group.  The group provides education, community resource 

education, access to services, care, and spiritual/emotional support to patients and survivors 

of all types of cancer.   

Á Year one - The goal for FY14 was to have 35 participants within the group.  

LCMH far surpassed their goal for this program with 90 individuals 

participating in the program in FY14. 

Á Year two - The goal for 2015 was increased to have 45 participants with the 

group.  LCMH significantly exceeded its goal with 245 participants in 2015. 

Á Year three - The goal for 2016 was increased to have 55 participants with the 

group.  The program has changed into more of a cancer educational 

series/support group meeting quarterly at the hospital.  This new format has 

increased attendance of cancer survivors and their family members.  The 

group has already had 178 participants as of June 2016. 

o Maternal and Infant Health - LCMH developed a program called Pregnancy Partners to 

combat premature and low birth weight babies.  The program is designed to assist moms 

through their entire pregnancy journey, at no additional cost to the patient.  ¢ƘŜ ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳΩǎ 

goal was to track the percentage of new moms delivering at LCMH who participate in the 

program. 

Á Year one - The goal for 2014 was to have 25% of new moms delivering at 

LCMH participating in the program.  LCMH was successful in meeting this 

goal with 27% of new moms participating in the program. 

Á Year two - After the departure of the Pregnancy Partner Coordinator in July 

of 2014, the program was put on hold.  The CenteringPregnancy program, 

ƭŜŘ ōȅ /ŀǊƻƭƛƴŀ ²ƻƳŜƴΩǎ /ŜƴǘŜǊ, took its place with meetings twice a month 

to capture expectant mothers.  As a result, the goal set in 2015 of 30% of 

new moms participating in the program was achieved with 33% of new 

moms participating. 

Á Year three - The goal for 2016 was to have 35% of new moms delivering at 

LCMH participating in the program.  Through June, 22% of new moms
