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For the first time, one of the golf tournaments
was held at Keowee Key and the Big Swing recep-
tion was held for the first time at Cross Creek Coun-
try Club.

These changes, along with several others, allowed
us to better manage our expenses. In addition, we
sold out both Keowee Key and Cross Creek golf
courses, thus having 192 golfers playing in our tour-
nament. Special thanks to TaylorMade® Golf for
providing the OMC Logo ball for the players. When
all of our expenses were paid, we raised $68,335,
making our 2012 tournament the second best ever!
Since the Golf Classic began, we have raised
$309,012 for the Foundation.

As always, the first $25,000 of our proceeds goes
to OMC Auxiliary to cover the cost of Lifeline ser-
vices for the indigent and disabled. The remaining
funds will be split evenly between Safe Kids Oconee
County and Mountain Lakes AccessHealth, with
each receiving $21,667.

We sold 182 chances for $9,100 and awarded three
great prizes;
